GENERAL INFORMATION
Introduction and Background

The purpose of this document is to provide interested parties with information to enable them
to prepare and submit a proposal outlining their qualifications for providing Prevention and
Early Intervention (PEI) services for the Siskiyou County Health and Human Services
Agency’s (“County”) Behavioral Health Division.

As a component of the Mental Health Services Act (“MHSA”), the purpose of the Prevention
and Early Intervention services program is to prevent mental illness from becoming severe and
disabiling, with an emphasis on improving timely access to services for underserved
populations. Prevention activities will aim to reduce risk factors and build protective factors
and skills, promoting positive mental health and reducing the negative impact of mental
illness. Early Intervention programs will focus on promoting recovery and related outcomes
for a mental illness early in its emergence. Prevention and Early Intervention regulatons can

County is seeking one or more non-governmental, community organizations to provide
Prevention and Early Intervention program services in communities throughout Siskiyou
County.

1.1 Scope of Services
Prevention and Early Intervention services shall include:

1.1.1  Access and linkage to medically necessary care provided by County for those
with severe mental illness, as early in the onset of these conditions as
practicable.

1.1.2 Outreach and education activities designed to increase understanding of
various mental health releated topics and help people recognize the early signs
of potentially servere and disabiling mental illness.

1.1.3 Stigma and discrimination reduction activities focused on reducing stigma and
discrimination associated with being diagnosed with a mental illness or
seeking mental health services. Activities may include community activities,
social media marketing, newspaper or radio promotions, or participation in
community events such as health fairs or parades.

1.1.4 Program target population shall include County residents within all age
groups, with a primary focus on children, transition age youth, adults and
older adults at a significantly higher than average risk of developing a serious
mental illness, including but not limited to, underserved populations, trauma-
exposed, and children/youth in stressed families, at risk of school failure or
juvenile justice involvement.

Ensure that comprehensive general liability insurance coverage has been secured in an
amount not less than one million dollars per occurrence and three million aggregate per
year ($1,000,000/$3,000,000). Evidence of such insurance shall be provided to the Health &
Human Services Agency/Behavioral Health Division upon request.
